Remove stock
hangers leaving rubber
grommets in place. Use
. WD-40 on hangers for
easier removal. Cut &
remove the stock tailpipe

Remove O2 sensor from
stock head pipe and
remove stock flange
gasket. You will reuse
the stock bolts.

Bolt head pipe #A to the
stock head pipe flange
behind the converter
reusing stock bolts and
supplied gasket #H. Use a
Hi-Temperature 02 sensor
safe silicone on the gasket
for a good seal. Insert
welded hanger on
passenger side into rubber
grommet. Re-install 02
sensor into head pipe.
Apply a small amount of
anti-seize on the threads.
Do not tighten.

Install muffler # B
with the inlet towards
the converter onto the
head pipe at least 1-1/2"
to 2" using clamps #F.
Use a jackstand to
support. The inlet of
the muffler should be at
about 6'oclock.Do not
tighten.

Install the passenger side
over axle tailpipe #C onto
muffler at least 1-1/2" to
2" using clamp #F fo
attach tailpipe. Do not
tighten. Insert welded
hanger into rubber
grommet. Install Driver
side over axle tailpipe #D
onto Muffler at least
1-1/2" to 2" using clamp
#F to attach tailpipe.
Use Bolt Kit #6 to secure
both tailpipes together.

Install stainless steel
tips. Clamp down. To
clean use a Scott brite
pad or any stainless or
aluminum cleaner.

Now firmly tighten all
bolts and clamp down.

MAKE SURE YOU HAVE A 1” CLEARANCE ON ALL PIPES FROM ALL
RUBBER BRAKE LINES, SHOCK BOOTS, TIRES, ETC.
